Insert the spring carefully into the body as 
shown.  Thread the high-pressure hose 
onto the body.

After re-attaching the high-pressure 
hose to the regulator, carefully 
pressurize the quick disconnect fitting 
and listen for leaks.   
 
If leaks appear, depressurize the 
regulator and tighten using the Pin 
Driver and adjustable wrenches.
